Dependent upon the availability of funds and quality of proposals, U.S. Embassy Belmopan intends to 

issue three to five awards in an amount not to exceed $750,000 USD in total funding. Each award will be 

for an amount between $100,000 and $250,000.  Project periods should not exceed two years, and the 

anticipated start date for successful proposals is September 30, 2020.   

 

This funding will support U.S. Government objectives under the Central America Regional Security 

Initiative (CARSI) to support democracy and governance efforts in Belize. Project proposals should 

address one or more of the following project objectives:   

 

1) To enhance civil society and government partnership to improve local, municipal or central 

government services.  Proposals should be oriented toward activities by civil society organizations 

working to influence government, private resources and networks to jointly strengthen, expand or 

complement the delivery of public services, particularly in areas related to education and health.  
 

2) To develop and strengthen mechanisms to curb human trafficking. Focusing on improved 

cooperation between key stakeholders to improve local, municipal, or central government services 

for vulnerable and/or marginalized populations, especially women.  Proposals should be oriented 

toward enhancing the skills of civilian frontline agents to identify and prevent human trafficking 

and to improve protection of victims of trafficking, as well as increase the public’s awareness of 

its impact.  
 

3) To empower civil society to work with government to institute reforms that will reduce corruption 

and impunity. Proposals should support the reduction of corruption; promote transparency and 

accountability across all levels to create strong capable and accountable governments.
